The Wind 
Spirit has open-air sports platform equipped with sailboards, snorkeling gear, 
water skis, sailboats and kayaks - enough to keep the most avid water-sports 
lover happy. There's a swimming pool, hot tub and fitness room, too. Or, sit in a 
lounge chair on deck and listen to the flap of the sails overhead. Public spaces 
are light and airy, done in natural fabrics and polished woods. There's open 
seating in the dining room, which is supplemented by breakfast and lunch in The 
Veranda, an indoor/outdoor restaurant on the top deck. Passengers are welcome 
to stop by the bridge to chat with officers and learn how the computer-operated 
sails work.
